POLICIES AND PROCEDURES

Introduction

The Research Grant program provides patia finandal suppot of research for students of clay
science and technology. Grants are intended to aid a research project but not to sugain the entire cog.
Research Grant applications are judged on a compditive basis considering the qudifications of the
applicant, the objectives of the research proposal, and thedesign of theresearch project. The applicant's
finanda need with respect to completing the research project is aso conddered by the evaluaion
committee. Research Grant applications will be evaluaed by a five-membe CMS committee, which
will rank the applicationsand recommend those to be funded and thefunding levels. The CMS Coundl
will congder these recommendaionsat theannud CM S meeting.

The applicant with the best grant application, as determined by the Research Grants Committee, will
betherecipient of thegranttitled theRobert C. Reynolds, Jr. Research Award.

Eligibility

Grants are awarded only to individuds. Eligible individuds indude graduae and undegraduae
students of clay science or technology. There are no restrictionswith regard to naiondity, gende, age
or CMS membeship. The applicant mug e-mail a completed APPLICATION FOR RESEARCH
GRANT form (following) and a CV or resume. If the applicant does not have access to e-mail, he/she
mug submt six (6) copies of the completed application form and CV or resume. In addition, the
applicant mug obtain confidential evaluaionsfrom two faculty members at higher university. Each
faculty evaluation mug be completed on an APPLICANT APPRAISAL form (following) and e-mailed
to CMS from the faculty member@ own e-mail address (or the information on the APPLICANT
APPRAISAL form may be copied into the body of the email message). Students may apply for a
research grant and atravel grantin the same year, and may receive no more than a total of two Research
Grants and two Travel Grants.

Use of Funds

Individud grant requests may be up to $3,000 and the amount requested mug be judified in the
detailed budge. The exact amountawarded to successful applicants will depend on the proposd budge,
the naure of othe recommended applicationsin tha year, and the amount budgeed for the program
(typically $10000) Grants will be administered by the grantee® university unless university regulations
require tha a percentage of the grant money be used to cover expenses assodated with administration of
the grant. In this case, grant money will be administered by the supevising faculty membe or the
student@® depatment. The following terms and conditions must be met regarding use of the grant
money:

e Grant money may only be used for the cods of travel, room and boad for research-related
fieldwork, or for the cods of equipment, supgies, and andyses required to complete the
research.



e Grant money may not be used for travel cods for attending professond meetings However,
research grant recipients are strongly encouraged to apply for atravd grant to present the
results of their research at a future CM S annual meeting.

* No portion of the grant money may be used by the University to cover expenses assodated with
adminigtration of the grant, nor may the grant money be used as payment of saary, for the
maintenance of families of the grantees and thar assistants, as reimbursement of work already
accomplished, to attend professiond meetings or for thesis preparation.

Additiond suppot beyondtha awarded the grantee is possible only by applying for another research
grant. A progress report and proof of expenditures mug accompany this application. No individud may
receive more than one renewa of a previoudy funded project, or more than two grants for separate
projects.

Processing of Applications

All required forms are induded at the end of this doaument or may be obtained on the web
(www.clays.org/home/awarddHomeAwardsAndGrantsSRG.html) or in hardcopy from the Sodety
Office, 3635 Conarde Pkwy, Suite 500 Chantilly, VA 22508USA. E-mail your application to the
CMS Office to arrive by 31 March 2009 The Research Grants Committee will evaluae the
applications and make recommendaions for funding. The CMS Coundl considers the committee@
recommendaionsduring the annud CMS meeting. The Research Grants Committee char will notify
each applicant of the Cound|® decision and the Committee@ comments by September 1, and grantees
will receive thar grant fundsshortly thereafter.

Responsibilities of Recipients

Use of Funds The grantee is expected to use grant fundsprudently, to condud his’her research in
accordance with scientific prindples, and to confine higher work within the framework defined in
his’her application. Fundsshdl be expended only for the pumposes stated and in accordance with the
budge indicated in the application. Each grantee should keep a record of expenses to beinduded with
theannud progressreport. The CMS reserves theright to request expenditure receipts from the grantee.
Unused fundsshdl bereturned to the CMS.

Time Schedule. The grantee will commence hig/her project at the time stated in the application. If
the grantee cannot commence work within 6 months from the date signed on highe application, the
grantee agrees to return thefull grant amountto the CMS.

Progress Report. A one to five-page progress report of research results, progress, and expenditures
will be submitted to the Sodety Office by 1 June in the year following the receipt of the grant. If the
grant work continues into subsequent years, a progress report mug be submitted by 1 June each year
until thework is complete. Progress reports will be reviewed by the Char of the CMS Research Grants
Committee and summarized in the Committee( annud report. Progress reports will be mentioned at the
CMS annud mesting.

Final Report. A five- to ten-page find report of research results and expenditures is required upon
completion of the project. A thesis or manugcript with a list of expenditures will also suffice. The
grantee is not required to publish his/her research results; if results are published, we expect the grantee
to acknowledge CMS for its suppot and, if possible, to present theresults at a CMS meeting. Students
are encouraged to apply for a CMS travel grant if fundsare desired for CM S meeting attendance. Find
reports will be reviewed by the Char of the CMS Research Grants Committee and summarized in the
Committee( annud report.
