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This symposium will bring together researchers who are using a variety of 
approaches - experimental, observational, and modeling - to investigate clay 

mineral reactions that occur during burial diagenesis. A focus of the session will 
be the problem that exists in relating laboratory and field determinations of the 

kinetics and thermodynamics of clays undergoing diagenesis.
